4. When you pray alone how fervent and sincere are your prayers 
to God?  
5. How often do you set aside time to listen to God speak to you? 
6. How much do you anticipate and enjoy getting to talk to God in 
prayer? 
7. How consistent are you to pray for other people’s needs and 
requests?  
8. How determined are you to pray until you receive an answer? 
9. How often do you pray and ask God to work through you and 
your choir on Sundays? 
10. How often do you confess unconfessed sin before you walk out 
to sing or play on Sundays? 
11. How often does your “things to do” list include time for unex-
pected interruptions?

17. To what extent do you appreciate when your leader(s) explains 
that the order of worship may change if God leads in a different di-
rection during the service? 
18. To what extent do you appreciate when your leader(s) places 
multiple pieces of possible music in your folder and explains that 
your choir/band needs to be ready to sing whichever of those the 
Lord leads you to during the service? 
19. How likely are you to think through a project carefully before 
you begin it? 
20. How important is it for you to try to avoid problems and dis-
tractions ahead of time? 
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21. How favorably do you respond to your plans being changed? 
22. When your plans get abruptly changed, how quick are you to 
think that there must be a purpose? 
23. Do you tend to be thankful and excited at what God might be 
“up to” when changes are made to the order of worship during the 
worship service? 
24. When someone interrupts your schedule, how inclined are 
you to stop and help them, even if it fouls up your own plans? 
25. How often do you look for God’s hand of involvement in un-
planned interruptions and mishaps? 
26. To what extent do you anticipate worship services where God 
does unexpected and unplanned things? 
27. How easily and quickly do you adjust to change? 
28. How easily do you give in to other people’s ideas and needs 
over your own? 
29. How trusting are you of your church leaders when they “feel 
led” to change something in the order of worship during the ser-
vice?
